ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
OF

CHERRY HILL TRUST, INC.

First: I, the undersigned, Cathy McClain, whose post Office address is 804 A

Cherry Hill Road of Baltimore, MD 21225, being at least Eighteen (18) years of age, do
hereby file these Articles of Incorporation with the intention of forming a nonprofit, non-

stock corporation under and by virtue of the general laws of the State of Maryland.
Second: The name of the corporation (hereinafter referred to as the
Corporation) is Cherry Hill Trust, Inc.
Third: The post office address of the principal office of the organization is 804

A Cherry Hill Road, Baltimore, Maryland 21225. The resident agent, an individual
actually residing in the State of Maryland, is Brenda Bratton Blom, Esquire, whose
address is 500 W. Baltimore St., Baltimore, MD 21201-1786.

Fourth: The Corporation shall be concerned primarily with Cherry Hill up to
the natural boundaries provided by the Patapsco River, the Middle Branch of the Inner
Harbor and the B&O Railroad tracks. This geographic area is hereafter called
“community” or “the community”.

Fifth: The Corporation is formed exclusively for charitable, educational, and

nonprofit purposes as defined under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Service of

1986, as amended (or any corresponding provisions of any future United States Internal



Revenue Law or Regulations hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Internal Revenue
Code of 1986"’). The purposes of the Corporation are as follows:

1. To create an organization, made up of the community residents and

representatives of the associations, community institutions, community
" churches, and religious organizations, community schools, community
businesses, and governmental entities in the community of Cherry Hill.

2. To apply for, and accept funds for the purposes of creating sustainable
long-term employment for community residents; strengthening the
community in sustainable ways; using community-based partnerships to
deliver human services in sustainable ways; and creating a sustainable
community-based vision for change.

3. To lessen the burden of the government and combat community
deterioration in ways that include, but are not limited to:

(1) Using legal measures to bring vacant and/or dilapidated properties
up to Housing Code standards for the purposes of maintaining a
clean, safe neighborhood where community members can use and
enjoy their property.

(2) Combating the existence of drug activity in the community in
order to provide a safe environment for all members of the
community to live.

(3) Supporting local businesses for the purpose of creating sustainable

economic development within the local community.



To prevent juvenile delinquency and lessen neighborhood tensions by
providing services and programs for the youth to foster a safe, loving, and
fun environment for childhood development and a sense of community
amongst the different generations that live in the neighborhood.

To provide relief for the poor and the distressed by working to make
affordable housing available to low and moderate income individuals.

To maintain public buildings and preserve the historical value of the
neighborhood.

To do anything permitted by section 2.103 of the Corporations and
Associations Article of the Annotated Code of Maryland, as amended from
time to time. All subject to any limitations imposed under Section
501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code for 1986, as amended from time to

time (the "Code")

Sixth: To carry out the stated purposes, the Corporation shall have the following

poOwers.

1.

To solicit and accept, hold, acquire by gift, donation, devise, grant,
purchase, or otherwise any property real, personal, or mixed without
limitation as to kind, amount or value.

To make contributions, loans, or grants for the public welfare which are
consistent with the purposes of the Corporation.

To make agreements, contracts, leases, and incur liabilities, to be able to

sue and be sued at law and in equity.



4. To do all things necessary and desirable to accomplish the goals of the
organization as the directors and members of the Corporation from time to
time deem appropriate and which are consistent with any powers conferred
upon a nonprofit, non-stock corporation by the general laws of the State of
Maryland and the requirements of the Internal Revenue Code.

5. The Corporation is not organized for pecuniary profit. The Corporation
shall have no power to declare dividends. No part of the net earnings of
the Corporation shall inure to the benefit of nor be distributed to any
member, director, officer or other individual, except that the Corporation
shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for
services actually rendered and to make payments and distributions in
furtherance of the purposes herein set forth;

6. Except as provided in Sections 501(h) and 4911 of the Internal Revenue
Code, no substantial part of the activities of the Corporation shall be the
carrying on of propaganda or otherwise attempting to influence legislation.
The Corporation shall not participate in nor intervene in (including the
publishing or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf
of any candidate for public office. Notwithstanding any other provisions,
the Corporation shall not carry on and activities not permitted to be carried
on:

a. by a corporation exempt from Federal income tax under section

501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code or
